French Toast Made Easy
Best Bread For French Toast
The best breads for French toast are brioche, sourdough, 
French bread, or challah. These varieties are dense and 
sturdy enough to handle total saturation in the wet, milky, 
egg custard without falling apart. However, in a pinch, any 
thick-sliced white bread will do. 

French toast is traditionally made with day-old slices 
because they absorb the eggy mixture better than fresh 
ones (and this method prevents waste – it's a win-win). Of 
course, a slightly stale loaf is certainly not a requirement. If 
you only have fresh bread on hand, that'll work just fine. 

Ingredients (yields 3 servings)
⅔ cup milk
2 large eggs 
1 teaspoons vanilla extract
¼ teaspoon ground cinnamon
salt to taste
6 thick slices bread
1 tablespoon unsalted butter, or more as needed

Directions
Step 1
Whisk milk, eggs, vanilla, cinnamon, and salt together in a 
shallow bowl.

Step 2
Lightly butter a griddle and heat over medium-high heat.

Step 3
Dunk bread in the egg mixture, soaking both sides. 
Transfer to the hot skillet and cook until golden, 3 to 4 
minutes per side. Serve hot.

6. SAFETY GUIDELINES

6.1 Barbecue Grills
The use of gas-fired and charcoal barbecue grills inside garages, on decks, balconies, covered parking 
areas or patios and under any building overhang is strictly prohibited. All grills must be used a minimum 
of 15 feet from any building structure or combustible source. Fuel bottles (propane) from the gas-fired 
grills (attached or unattached) may be stored inside the garage. Do not store these bottles inside the 
structure. All grills may be stored in garages, on porches, decks, balconies and patios, provided the 
charcoal is completely extinguished or the gas fire is out and the propane is turned off.

6.2 Care of Children
Regardless of the age of the child/youth, parents must be responsible for their children/youth and teens 
at all times. Residents are required to comply with the Installation-specific youth supervision guidelines 
for the care of children and any applicable state, local or federal requirements.

6.3 Fire Prevention
All fires must be immediately reported to the Fire and Emergency Services by calling 911, regardless of 
the size or nature of the fire, including those extinguished without Fire and Emergency Services 
assistance. Additionally, MOODY FAMILY HOUSING must be notified by telephone 229-992-2029 as 
soon as possible.

All flammable materials stored on the exterior of homes pose a fire hazard. All flammable liquids such as 
gasoline, oil and charcoal lighter fluid should be stored in an approved container in a secure location 
outside of the living space of the home (i.e. the garage or shed) or disposed of promptly and properly. 

Open fires such as bonfires or the burning of rubbish are prohibited.

6.5 Fire Pits & Chimineas
Fire pits and chimineas of any kind are prohibited.
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
